OBLIGATION : must, have to, need to
Past = had to

Slaves had to work hard

Did you have revise yesterday ?

Present = have to, must

My father has to work hard

You must bring your book to class

Does she have to do the cooking?

Future = will have to

What will George have to do when the baby comes?

I’ll have to leave early tomorrow, I’ve got a meeting

NOT OBLIGED: don’t have to, needn’t
Past = didn’t have to

We didn’t have to finish the exercise at home

Present = don’t/doesn’t have to

We don’t have to come to school on Saturday

Future= won’t have to

She won’t have to catch the bus tomorrow, her mum can bring her to school

PERMISSION: can, be allowed to
Past = was/were allowed to, could

I wasn’t allowed out at night when I was a child

Were you allowed to watch TV at night when you were young?

They could eat sweets after dinner when they were younger

Present = am/is/are allowed to, can

Now, I’m allowed to watch horror films but I’m not allowed to talk in class.

He can go out in the evening but he can’t stay out all night ( he must be home by 2am)
Future = will be allowed to

When you’re older you will be allowed to stay out all night

You won’t be allowed to drive too fast when you get a car

Will he be allowed to get to work late, No, he won’t

ABILITY : can, be able to 
Past = was/were able to, could

I was able to speak English when I was 3 but I couldn’t swim

Were they able to write before they started school?

Could you ride a bike when you were 4?

Present = am/is/are able to, can.
I can speak Spanish, I’m not able to drive yet.

Future = I will be able to drive when I’m 18
