Normally the subject is at the start of a phrase and is the person who “does” the action or verb. To talk about actions done by someone who is not the subject of the phrase we use the passive. 

In English, like in French the passive is formed with:

Subject + BE + past participle (3rd list for irregular verbs) + BY + the person who did the action (- if we know who it is).

EG. I am taught English by Mrs Harris.
