6ème - How to Give Orders and Advice

Orders- The Imperative

Use the infinitive & Don’t for negatives

E.g. Listen! Don’t talk!

Advice – SHOULD + Infinitive

Should is an auxiliary verb, it is invariable (doesn’t change!)

E.g. You should listen in class, you shouldn’t eat with your mouth open;
Remember!

Questions = ASV? – Should I try this?

Negatives = SANV – You should not talk in tests
